Notes to the Financial Statements 
For the Year Ended 31 December 2022 
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The financial statements cover Gridiron Queensland Inc. as an individual entity. Gridiron Queensland Inc. is a not-for-profit 
Association incorporated in Queensland under the Associations Incorporation Act (QLD) 1981 (as amended by the 
Associations Incorporation and Other Legislation Amendment Act (QLD) 2007) ('the Act'). 

The principal activities of the Association for the year ended 31 December 2022 were the promotion of the game of 
American Football in Queensland. Founded in 1983, Gridiron Queensland is the most innate of the states founding 
Australia's Gridiron League. 

The functional and presentation currency of Gridiron Queensland Inc. is Australian dollars. 

Comparatives are consistent with prior years, unless otherwise stated. 

1 Basis of Preparation  

In the opinion of the Committee of Management, the Association is not a reporting entity since there are unlikely to exist 
users of the financial statements who are not able to command the preparation of reports tailored so as to satisfy 
specifically all of their information needs. These special purpose financial statements have been prepared to meet the 
reporting requirements of the Act. 

The financial statements have been prepared in accordance with the recognition and measurement requirements of the 
Australian Accounting Standards and Accounting Interpretations, and the disclosure requirements of AASB 101 
Presentation of Financial Statements, AASB 107 Statement of Cash Flows, AASB 108 Accounting Policies, Changes in 
Accounting Estimates and Errors and AASB 1054 Australian Additional Disclosures. 

The Association is preparing special purpose financial statements since inception of the operation. The Governing body 
are of an opinion that the Association is not a reporting entity as users may obtain the financial information they require 
upon request. 

 

2 Summary of Significant Accounting Policies  

(a) Revenue and other income  

 Revenue from contracts with customers   

The core principle of AASB 15 is that revenue is recognised on a basis that reflects the transfer of promised 
goods or services to customers at an amount that reflects the consideration the Association expects to receive in 
exchange for those goods or services.  Revenue is recognised by applying a five-step model as follows: 

1. Identify the contract with the customer 

2. Identify the performance obligations 

3. Determine the transaction price 

4. Allocate the transaction price to the performance obligations 

5. Recognise revenue as and when control of the performance obligations is transferred 

Generally the timing of the payment for sale of goods and rendering of services corresponds closely to the timing 
of satisfaction of the performance obligations, however where there is a difference, it will result in the recognition 
of a receivable, contract asset or contract liability.

2 Summary of Significant Accounting Policies  

(a) Revenue and other income  

 Revenue from contracts with customers   
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None of the revenue streams of the Association have any significant financing terms as there is less than 12 
months between receipt of funds and satisfaction of performance obligations. 

 Specific revenue streams   

The revenue recognition policies for the principal revenue streams of the Association are: 

Sale of goods 

Revenue is recognised on transfer of goods to the customer as this is deemed to be the point in time when risks 
and rewards are transferred and there is no longer any ownership or effective control over the goods. 

Gaming related income 

Revenue is recognised after each game had taken place. 

 Statement of financial position balances relating to revenue recognition   

Contract assets and liabilities 

Where the amounts billed to customers are based on the achievement of various milestones established in the 
contract, the amounts recognised as revenue in a given period do not necessarily coincide with the amounts 
billed to or certified by the customer. 

When a performance obligation is satisfied by transferring a promised good or service to the customer before the 
customer pays consideration or the before payment is due, the Association presents the contract as a contract 
asset, unless the Association's rights to that amount of consideration are unconditional, in which case the 
Association recognises a receivable.  

When an amount of consideration is received from a customer prior to the entity transferring a good or service to 
the customer, the Association presents the contract as a contract liability. 

Contract cost assets 

The Association recognises assets relating to the costs of obtaining a contract and the costs incurred to fulfil a 
contract or set up / mobilisation costs that are directly related to the contract provided they will be recovered 
through performance of the contract. 

Costs to obtain a contract 

Costs to obtain a contract are only capitalised when they are directly related to a contract and it is probable that 
they will be recovered in the future.  Costs incurred that would have been incurred regardless of whether the 
contract was won are expensed, unless those costs are explicitly chargeable to the customer in any case 
(whether or not the contract is won).   

The capitalised costs are amortised on a systematic basis that is consistent with the transfer to the customer of 
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the goods or services to which the asset relates. 

Set-up / mobilisation costs 

Costs required to set up the contract, including mobilisation costs, are capitalised provided that it is probable that 
they will be recovered in the future and that they do not include expenses that would normally have been 
incurred by the Association if the contract had not been obtained. They are recognised as an expense on the 
basis of the proportion of actual output to estimated output under each contract. If the above conditions are not 
met, these costs are taken directly to profit or loss as incurred. 

Costs to fulfil a contract 

Where costs are incurred to fulfil a contract, they are accounted for under the relevant accounting standard (if 
appropriate), otherwise if the costs relate directly to a contract, the costs generate or enhance resources of the 
Association that will be used to satisfy performance obligations in the future and the costs are expected to be 
recovered then they are capitalised as contract costs assets and released to the profit or loss on an systematic 
basis consistent with the transfer to the customer of the goods or services to which the asset relates. 

There are no provisions relating to contracts with customers during the year. 

Financing component of contracts with customers 

There are no financing component of contracts with customer during the year. 

 Other income   

Other income is recognised on an accruals basis when the Association is entitled to it. 

(b) Income Tax  

The Association is exempt from income tax under Division 50 of the Income Tax Assessment Act 1997. 

(c) Goods and services tax (GST)  

Revenue, expenses and assets are recognised net of the amount of goods and services tax (GST), except 
where the amount of GST incurred is not recoverable from the Australian Taxation Office (ATO). 

Receivables and payable are stated inclusive of GST. 

Cash flows in the statement of cash flows are included on a gross basis and the GST component of cash flows 
arising from investing and financing activities which is recoverable from, or payable to, the taxation authority is 
classified as operating cash flows. 

(d) Property, plant and equipment  

Each class of property, plant and equipment is carried at cost or fair value less, where applicable, any 
accumulated depreciation and impairment.

(d) Property, plant and equipment  
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Items of property, plant and equipment acquired for significantly less than fair value have been recorded at the 
acquisition date fair value. 

 Depreciation   

Property, plant and equipment, excluding freehold land, is depreciated on a straight-line basis over the asset's 
useful life to the Association, commencing when the asset is ready for use. 

(e) Financial instruments  

Financial instruments are recognised initially on the date that the Association becomes party to the contractual 
provisions of the instrument. 

On initial recognition, all financial instruments are measured at fair value plus transaction costs (except for 
instruments measured at fair value through profit or loss where transaction costs are expensed as incurred). 

 Financial assets   

All recognised financial assets are subsequently measured in their entirety at either amortised cost or fair value, 
depending on the classification of the financial assets. 

Classification  

On initial recognition, the Association classifies its financial assets into the following categories, those measured 
at: 

• amortised cost 

Financial assets are not reclassified subsequent to their initial recognition unless the Association changes its 
business model for managing financial assets. 

Amortised cost 

Assets measured at amortised cost are financial assets where: 

• the business model is to hold assets to collect contractual cash flows; and 

• the contractual terms give rise on specified dates to cash flows are solely payments of principal and 
interest on the principal amount outstanding. 

The Association's financial assets measured at amortised cost comprise trade and other receivables and cash 
and cash equivalents in the statement of assets and liabilities. 

Subsequent to initial recognition, these assets are carried at amortised cost using the effective interest rate 
method less provision for impairment. 
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Interest income, foreign exchange gains or losses and impairment are recognised in profit or loss.  Gain or loss 
on derecognition is recognised in profit or loss. 

Impairment of financial assets  

Impairment of financial assets is recognised on an expected credit loss (ECL) basis for the following assets: 

• financial assets measured at amortised cost 

When determining whether the credit risk of a financial assets has increased significant since initial recognition 
and when estimating ECL, the Association considers reasonable and supportable information that is relevant 
and available without undue cost or effort.  This includes both quantitative and qualitative information and 
analysis based on the Association's historical experience and informed credit assessment and including forward 
looking information. 

The Association uses the presumption that an asset which is more than 30 days past due has seen a significant 
increase in credit risk. 

The Association uses the presumption that a financial asset is in default when: 

• the other party is unlikely to pay its credit obligations to the Association in full, without recourse to the 
Association to actions such as realising security (if any is held); or 

• the financial assets is more than 90 days past due. 

Credit losses are measured as the present value of the difference between the cash flows due to the Association 
in accordance with the contract and the cash flows expected to be received.  This is applied using a probability 
weighted approach. 

Trade receivables 

Impairment of trade receivables have been determined using the simplified approach in AASB 9 which uses an 
estimation of lifetime expected credit losses.  The Association has determined the probability of non-payment of 
the receivable and multiplied this by the amount of the expected loss arising from default. 

The amount of the impairment is recorded in a separate allowance account with the loss being recognised in 
finance expense.  Once the receivable is determined to be uncollectable then the gross carrying amount is 
written off against the associated allowance. 

 Financial liabilities   

The Association measures all financial liabilities initially at fair value less transaction costs, subsequently 
financial liabilities are measured at amortised cost using the effective interest rate method. 

The financial liabilities of the Association comprise trade payables, bank and other loans and lease liabilities. 
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(f) Cash and cash equivalents  

Cash and cash equivalents comprises cash on hand, demand deposits and short-term investments which are 
readily convertible to known amounts of cash and which are subject to an insignificant risk of change in value. 

3 Critical Accounting Estimates and Judgments  

The Committee makes estimates and judgements during the preparation of these financial statements regarding 
assumptions about current and future events affecting transactions and balances. 

These estimates and judgements are based on the best information available at the time of preparing the financial 
statements, however as additional information is known then the actual results may differ from the estimates. 

The significant estimates and judgements made have been described below. 

 Key estimates - Loans and Advances   

The loans and advances receivable at reporting date have been reviewed to determine whether there is any objective 
evidence that any of the loans and advances are impaired. An impairment provision is included for any receivable 
where the entire balance is not considered collectible. The impairment provision is based on the best information at the 
reporting date.

Qualified Opinion 

We have audited the accompanying financial report, being a special purpose financial report of Gridiron Queensland Inc. 
(the Association), which comprises the statement of assets and liabilities as at 31 December 2022, the statement of profit or 
loss, the statement of changes in equity and the statement of cash flows for the year then ended, and notes to the financial 
statements, including a summary of significant accounting policies, and the statement by members of the committee. 

In our opinion, except for the effects of the matter described in the Basis for Qualified Opinion section of our report, the 
accompanying financial report of the Association for the year ended 31 December 2022 is prepared, in all material respects, 
in accordance with the Associations Incorporation Act (QLD) 1981 (as amended by the Associations Incorporation and Other 
Legislation Amendment Act (QLD) 2007).
